Seven recently presented their bid winning 
scheme for the redevelopment of Burnett 
House to CABE at the ARC centre in Hull.

The proposals seek to extend the existing 
building through a series of contemporary 
additions to reinstate this important 
streetscape and in doing so, create a series of 
efficient office suites on the upper floors with 
restaurant accommodation at ground.
