A trip to the Coast for Seven

Seven progressed into detailed consultations 
with stakeholders for the forthcoming Yorkshire 
Coast College redevelopment this month. 

The commission to re-configure the College 
estate, recently won by Seven, will see the 
merger of the College’s Westwood and Lady 
Edith’s Drive campuses into a single new building 
at Lady Edith’s Drive. 

The scheme will provide approximately 
12,000m2 of high quality teaching 
accommodation which embraces the increasing 
influence of information technology on learning 
methodologies and creates an environment 
which advertises the College’s diverse curriculum 
to its students and community.

The building form takes a lead from its coastal 
and rural setting and College catchment area. 
A fluid, lightweight floating roof supported by 
glulam structures washes against the solidity of 
the flexible teaching blocks which house the full 
range of vocational curriculum areas.

The design team have also begun work with the 
Carbon Trust to develop a robust low energy 
strategy.
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
