Planning submitted for the Print Works

Seven have recently submitted a detailed 
planning application for the regeneration of the 
former Alf Cooke Print works site in Leeds.

The original printing works was designed by 
Thomas Ambler and is a large 3 storey red brick 
building with terracotta and stone detailing.

Architecturally the building is considered to 
be of interest; however of more importance 
is the contribution the building makes to the 
local scene. It is a well known symbol of Leeds’ 
industrial past.

The restoration and refurbishment of the site 
will safeguard the building for the foreseeable 
future.

The proposal to provide modern open plan office 
accommodation around the existing 3 storey
