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Datblygiad cynaliadwy yn y Parc Cenedlaethol  

Mae seven rŵan wedi anfon cais cynllunio manwl 
ar gyfer adfywio Melin Langcliffe ger Settle yng 
Ngogledd Swydd Efrog.

Wedi’i lleoli yng nghalon Parc Cenedlaethol Yorkshire 
Dales ar safle hen felin bapur, mae’r datblygiad 
arfaethedig yn ceisio creu cymuned fusnes wledig 
gynaliadwy ar gyfer yr ardal.

Cynllunnir ystod o lefydd byw/fflatiau gan gynnwys 
6 o unedau byw / gwaith, gofod swyddfa hyblyg i 
ymateb i anghenion lleol a chyfleusterau gwesty 46 
stafell. Mae graddfa BREEAN ardderchog ar gael am 
elfennau masnachol y cynllun, ynghyd â lefel 4 yn 
ôl Còd Tai Cynaliadwy yn achos yr unedau gwaith 
/ byw. Mae’r argymhelliad yn cynnwys gwelliannau 
cyffredinol i’r briffordd leol a’r rhwydwaith llwybr 
troed gan anelu at wella mynediad i’r safle ar droed, 
ar feic, neu gyda thrafnidiaeth gyhoeddus.

Mae cynaladwyaeth wedi bod wrth graidd y broses 
ddylunio o’r dechrau gyda thechnolegau, 
deunyddiau a defnydd cynaliadwy o dir yn cael ei 
integreiddio i ddyluniad y cynllun a’r llunwedd. 
Felly argymhellir cymysgedd o ddefnyddioldeb 
o amryfal faintioli hyblyg i gynorthwyo cael 
cydbwysedd yn nhermau anghenion egni ac hefyd 
cyfleusterau cyfrannol neu gyfatebol ar gyfer y rhai 
sydd mewn gwaith, yn ymweld neu yn byw ar y 
safle.
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Sustainable development in the National Park

Seven have now submitted a detailed planning 
application for the regeneration of Langcliffe Mill, 
near Settle in North Yorkshire.

Located in the heart of the Yorkshire Dales 
National Park on the site of a redundant paper 
mill, the proposed development seeks to create 
a sustainable rural business community for the 
area.

A range of accommodation is planned including 
6 Live / Work units, flexible office space to 
respond to local demand and a 46 bedroom 
hotel facility.  An excellent BREEAM rating is to 
be achieved for the commercial elements of the 
scheme, along with level 4 in accordance with 
the Code for Sustainable Homes in the case of 
the live / work units. The proposal also includes 
for general improvements to the local highway 
and foot path network which are aimed at 
improving the sites accessibility by foot, cycle 
and by public transport. 

Sustainability has been at the core of the 
design process from the outset with sustainable 
technologies, materials and land uses being 
carefully integrated into the scheme design and 
layout.  Accordingly a mix of uses of varying 
and flexible sizes is proposed to help to achieve 
a balance in terms of both energy demand and 
also shared or complementary facilities for those 
who are employed, visit or live on the site.
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
