Mae seven wedi cael eu henwi fel rhan o dîm 
dylunio ar restr fer ar gyfer prosiect adfywio 
mawr yn Whitehaven.

Mae’r cynllun yn cyflenwi bron i 100,000 sg tr o
ofod swyddfa dros gyfres o adeiladau o fewn
lleoliad tirlun o safon uchel.

Mae’r argymhelliad yn tynnu ar safle bwysig y 
lleoliad yn y dref a’i gefndir hanesyddol sensitif 
i greu ymateb cyd-destunol uchel i’r treflun ac 
ardaloedd cyhoeddus newydd.

Y strwythur diwydiannol mwyaf arwyddocaol ar y
safle ydy cyn Simdde’r Ffowndri Phoenix a
argymhellir ei ailddefnyddio fel rhan o’r adeilad
swyddfeydd mwyaf i hwyluso cynhyrchu gwres 
ac ynni, gan ddefnyddio cyfarpar canolog, ar 
gyfer yr holl adeiladau yn y pentref busnes 
newydd.

O’r dechrau mabwysiadwyd dynesiad 
amgylcheddol ymatebol, gyda dadansoddiad 
manwl o olau dydd ac awyru naturiol a 
deunyddiau lleol a rhai wedi’u hail-ddefnyddio 
wedi’u pennu ar gyfer amlen yr adeilad.

BREEAM yn gyraeddadwy.
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Competition shortlisting in Whitehaven

Seven have been named as part of a short-listed 
design team for a major regeneration project in 
Whitehaven.

The scheme provides almost 100,000 sqft of 
office space over a series of buildings within a 
high quality landscaped setting.

The proposal draws from the site’s important 
location in the town and it’s sensitive historical 
setting to create a highly contextual response to 
the townscape and new areas of public realm.
 
The most significant existing industrial structure 
on the site is the former Phoenix Foundry 
Chimney which is proposed to be re-used as 
part of the largest office building to facilitate 
the generation of both heat and power, utilizing 
centralised plant, for all the buildings in the new 
business village.

A environmentally responsive approach has 
been taken from the outset, with detailed 
analysis of daylighting and natural ventilation 
assessed and local and re-used materials 
specified for the building envelope. Accordingly, 
a BREEAM excellent rating has been identified as 
achievable.
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
