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Clwb Criced Harrogate yn cychwyn ar safle 

Mae Seven wrth ein boddau bod gwaith wedi dechrau ar 
safle pafiliwn newydd  Clwb Criced Harrogate a  Chriced 
Merched Swydd Efrog.

Mae adeilad y pafiliwn newydd i fod ar gael i’w 
ddefnyddio erbyn dechrau tymor criced 2011 a bydd yn 
cynnwys cyfleusterau ar gyfer 4 tîm a dyfarnwyr, criced 
dynion  neu ferched, ar gaeau wedi’u lleoli i’r gogledd ac 
i’r de o’r adeilad.

Bydd yna ardal lluniaeth ar ganol y llawr gwaelod ar gyfer 
gwylwyr a darperir te gemau ac ardal gymdeithasu llawr 
cyntaf ynghyd ag orielau gwylwyr yn edrych i lawr ar 
y ddau faes. Cynllunnir y pafiliwn yn symetraidd wedi’i 
gladio â chedrwydd gyda godre lliw gwyn. Mae dewis 
deunyddiau’n ofalus, dulliau adeiladu aer-dynn a bargod  
ymestynnol, i oresgyn gormod o heulwen a  llewyrch, yn 
nodweddion allweddol o’r dyluniad.

Mae cydymffurfio gyda safonau dylunio ECB wedi bod yn 
ystyriaeth bwysig o’r cychwyn ac wedi peri
gwerthfawrogiad drylwyr o anghenion dylunio’r cyrff 
criced a deialog reolaidd gyda chynrychiolydd enwebedig 
ECB.

Mae atebiad o strwythur ffrâm bren wedi’i brofi’n 
economaidd ac yn addas iawn ar gyfer prosiect o’r 
maint hwn ac wedi llwyddo i bontio y gwahanol 
amgylcheddau a chyfnodau o ddefnydd rhwng llawr 
gwaelod a llawr cyntaf yr adeilad. Mae gwaelod trwm 
yr adeilad yn ymateb yn dda i ddefnydd achlysurol y 
stafelloedd newid, tra gellir twymo adeiledd llawr cyntaf 
ffrâm goed ysgafnach yn gyflym ac effeithiol i ddarparu 
ardal gyfforddus i ymlacio a gwylio gemau.
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Harrogate Cricket Club starts on site

seven are delighted that work on the new cricket 
pavilion for Harrogate Cricket Club and Yorkshire Ladies 
Cricket has commenced on site.

The new pavilion building is to be available for 
occupation by the start of 2011 cricket season and will 
comprise changing facilities for 4 teams and umpires 
playing either men’s or ladies cricket, on pitches located 
to the north and south of the building. 

A central ground floor refreshment area for spectators 
and match teas will be provided and a first floor social 
area with spectator balconies overlooking both pitches. 
The pavilion is planned symmetrically and is finished 
in cedar cladding with a white rendered base. Careful 
selection of materials, air tight construction methods and 
extended overhanging eaves, to overcome unwanted 
solar gain and glare, are key design features.
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Compliance with the ECB design standards has been 
an important consideration from the outset and has 
necessitated a thorough appreciation of the cricketing 
bodies design requirements and regular dialogue with 
the nominated ECB representative.

A timber framed structural solution has proved 
economical and well suited to this size of project and 
has assisted in successfully reconciling the differing 
environments and periods of use between the ground 
and first floor areas of the building. The heavy base 
of the building responds well to the periodic use of 
the changing areas, whilst the lighter weight timber 
framed first floor construction can be heated quickly and 
efficiently to provide a comfortable area to relax and 
watch matches.
